Episode Synopsis

Thgre Bears and Wingnyut are atgumpy’s workshop to see his newest invention—the Bubble-Phonium, a musical
bubble blower. On its test run the Bubble-Phonium breaks down and makes a terrible, slippery, bubbly mess!
Wingnut accidentally slips right into Grumpy — and his foot is hurt in the process. The Care Bears carry Grumpy
into his house and wrap his foot but it is clear that his foot is going to take time to heal. Wingnut, feeling
responsible, volunteers to take care of Grumpy while he is recuperating. Grumpy doesn’t think he needs help
but once he sees how clean and sparkly Wingnut keeps his house he changes his mind. In fact, Wingnut does
such a great job that even when Grumpy starts to feel better he lies to Wingnut and the other Care Bears to keep
Wingnut at his beck and call. Not aware of the fact that Grumpy no longer needs help, Wingnut puts himself in
danger by going to Grizzle’s lab to get one of Grumpy’s tools that Grizzle has stolen. Grumpy has a bad dream
about how badly he has treated Wingnut and searches for him to apologize — only to discover that Wingnut has
been caught by Grizzle. Now it is Grumpy'’s turn to help Wingnut — and he stages a rescue mission to Grizzle’s
lab. Grumpy saves his friend, admits that he took advantage of Wingnut’s kindness and asks for his forgiveness.
